Marilyn's Meditation

"Out of the believer’s heart shall flow rivers of living water.” John 7:38

Jesus said these words on the last day of the Festival of Booths, which reenacted the
Exodus and the journey through the wilderness. One of the Scripture readings for the
festival is the story of the water that flowed out of the rock when Moses struck it.

"Out of the believer’s heart shall flow rivers of living water.”

“Living water” means “flowing water,” not a stagnant pool or a deep well. Living water
is on the move, fresh water flowing outward. John tells us that Jesus was speaking of
the flowing of the Spirit into and through believers.

Just as physical water is necessary for life and growth, so spiritual water is necessary
for spiritual growth. From now through November, worship is focused around helping us
to grow spiritually — in our relationship with God and in service to others. As we worship
with Christian sisters and brothers, our spirits are “watered” by God’s grace. As we work
together, we “water” the spiritual life of those we serve.

These words of Jesus are the theme for this summer’s General Assembly of the
Presbyterian Church (USA). Church leaders, elected elder and minister commissioners,
youth advisory delegates, mission workers, and observers will gather in Minneapolis for a
week of meetings, July 3-10. One of our elders, Claudia Eagle, has been elected a
commissioner from Cascades Presbytery. You can follow their work on this website:
http://www.pcusa.org/ga219/ Claudia will serve on Committee 15, dealing with Christian
education, church growth, and the Presbyterian Loan and Investment Program.

The General Assembly has work to do on behalf of the whole church. We have work to
do this summer in our own families, in our church and our communities. May this be a
time when we let God's Spirit flow through us, as together we grow and bear fruit.

A Moment for Mission

There was and interesting picture in the April-May issue of Omnibus. Our pastor, along
with several other people, is pictured with Rev. Aleida Jernigan, Co- Executive Presbyter of
Cascades Presbytery, who has been named the San Francisco Theological Seminary’s 2010
Alumna of the Year. Our pastor is a member of the Seminary’s Alumni Council.

There is also an article about Bolivia and the water problems there. Jeff Upton and Jeff
Harvey were sent by Cascades Presbytery to Bolivia where they met up with Jay Gregory the
Joining Hands with Bolivia Facilitator and other young adults from the U.S., Bolivia and Peru.
The U.N. has determined that Peru is likely to be one of the countries most affected by
climate change. The conference was designed for discussion about water issues
in Bolivia, Peru and the U.S. and to promote action by young adults in the fight for clean
water. Part of our Pentecost Offering goes to help young adults, like Jeff Upton and Jeff
Harvey, go on short term mission projects.

Jeff Upton would like to join us for our Special Mission Day if we can find a good date.
Keep tuned for more information on that subject.

In another article, our church is mentioned in connection with our concern and prayers
for the people of Haiti and for Dr. Zirkle and his team that went to Haiti, to care for people
with broken bones. Dr. Zirkle has made several trips, each time bringing medical supplies for
many of the other doctors. He considers this his mission. He works strictly on donations and
his own money from private practice here in the United States.

Let us always remember that there are people working for God and showing God’s love
every day, all around the world. Please remember them in your prayers.
